Therefore I will boast all 
the more gladly about my weaknesses, so that Christ's power may rest on me. 10... For when I am 
weak, then I am strong.

3. TO HAVE HOPE IN A HOPELESS WORLD. 
13 May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you trust in Him, so that you may 
overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.

16 I pray that out of His glorious riches He may strengthen you with power through His Spirit in your 
inner being, 17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. And I pray that you, being 
rooted and established in love, 18 may have power, together with all the saints, to grasp how wide 
and long and high and deep is the love of Christ, 19 and to know this love that surpasses 
knowledge — that you may be filled to the measure of all the fullness of God.
