“A – Act with Compassion”
Luke 10:25-37
Discussion Questions 💬
In the parable of the Good Samaritan (Luke 10:25-37), Pastor Matt explains that we are the broken person and God is the Samaritan. How does this interpretation change your understanding of this familiar story?
· The pastor emphasized that this story is bigger than just a Jew and a Samaritan - it's about our own brokenness and God's compassionate response to rescue us.
· When have you experienced God's compassion in your own moments of brokenness?
The sermon states that God didn't bankrupt heaven just to excuse our sin, but to make us new creations. What's the difference between having our sins excused and being transformed?
· Pastor Matt explained that Jesus didn't come just to excuse sin, but so we could be dead to sin and alive in Christ as new creations.
· In what areas of your life do you see evidence of God's transforming work rather than just forgiveness?
How does experiencing God's compassion in our own lives equip and motivate us to show compassion to others?
· The sermon emphasized that knowing what we've been saved from should push us deeper into holiness where people cannot be around us without experiencing God's love.
· Who in your life right now needs to experience God's compassion through you?
The sermon suggests that God's kingdom is realized through love and compassion, not through fighting for ourselves. Why is this considered countercultural, and what makes it challenging to live out?
· Pastor Matt described how society teaches us to dig in and fight for ourselves, which actually moves us further from God's way of love and compassion.
· What specific situations in your life require you to choose between fighting for yourself and showing Christ-like compassion?
Instead of asking 'Who is my neighbor?', Pastor Matt suggests we ask 'How can I be a neighbor like God?' What's the significance of this shift in perspective?
· The sermon concludes that God has placed people in our spheres of influence and called us to move with love and compassion, regardless of how introverted or extroverted we are.
· What prevents you from being a 'neighbor like God' to certain people in your life?
