Philippians 2:5-11

bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men. 8 And being found in appearance as a man, He
humbled Himself and became obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross. 9 Therefore
God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above every name, 10 that at the
name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under
the earth, 11 and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the
Father.

Philippians 2:5-11 (PHILLIPS)

5-11 Let Christ himself be your example as to what your attitude should be. For he, who had always
been God by nature, did not cling to his prerogatives as God’s equal, but stripped himself of all
privilege by consenting to be a slave by nature and being born as mortal man. And, having become
man, he humbled himself by living a life of utter obedience, even to the extent of dying, and the death
he died was the death of a common criminal. That is why God has now lifted him so high, and has
given him the name beyond all names, so that at the name of Jesus “every knee shall bow”, whether
in Heaven or earth or under the earth. And that is why, in the end, “every tongue shall confess” that
Jesus Christ” is the Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

1 | beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living
sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service. 2 And do not be conformed to
this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and
acceptable and perfect will of God.

Romans 12:1-2 (NLT)

1 And so, dear brothers and sisters, | plead with you to give your bodies to God because of all he has
done for you. Let them be a living and holy sacrifice—the kind he will find acceptable. This is truly the
way to worship him.
