Feeding the 5,000
John 6:1-15

Discussion Questions 💬
Pastor Matt shared the equation 'What you have plus God is always enough.' How does this challenge the way we normally think about solving problems or facing difficult situations?
· Think about a current situation in your life where you feel like you don't have enough (time, money, skills, etc.). How might your perspective change if you truly believed that what you have plus God is enough?
In John 6:8-9, Andrew brings the boy's five loaves and two fish to Jesus but immediately adds 'But what are they for so many?' Why do you think Andrew brought the small offering while also expressing doubt about its usefulness?
· Andrew recognized they had something to offer but couldn't see how such a small amount could make a difference for thousands of people. He was thinking with 'scarcity math' - the normal way we calculate supply and demand.
· When has God asked you to offer something that seemed too small or insignificant to make a real difference? What held you back from fully trusting Him with it?
Pastor Matt mentioned that we often ask 'Do we have enough?' but the better question is 'Are we willing to surrender what we have?' What's the difference between these two questions?
· The first question focuses on our limitations and what we lack, while the second question focuses on our willingness to trust God with whatever we do have. It shifts the focus from our inadequacy to God's ability.
· What is something in your life that you've been holding back from surrendering to God because you're not sure it's 'enough' or because you're afraid to let go of control?
After feeding the 5,000, Jesus told the disciples to collect the leftovers so 'nothing is wasted' (John 6:12). How does this principle apply to the difficult seasons or broken areas of our lives?
· Pastor Matt emphasized that God doesn't waste anything - not the food from the miracle, and not the hard seasons we go through. Even our brokenness can be used by God for His purposes and our growth.
· Looking back at a difficult time in your life, how might God have used that experience to shape you or prepare you for something else? How does believing that 'God wastes nothing' change how you view your current struggles?
The crowd wanted to make Jesus an earthly king after the miracle, but He withdrew to the mountain alone (John 6:15). Why did Jesus reject their desire to crown Him, and what does this teach us about God's kingdom versus earthly kingdoms?
· Pastor Matt explained that Jesus didn't come to be an earthly king who would overthrow governments, but to establish God's kingdom that has authority over heaven and earth. His vision was much bigger than temporary political power.
· In what ways might you be trying to make Jesus serve your earthly desires or comfort rather than surrendering to His eternal purposes? How can you align your prayers and expectations with God's kingdom rather than just your immediate needs?
Prayer 🙏
· Ask for prayer requests from the group.
· Pray for strength to trust in God's abundance, even when facing life's deficits.
· Pray for guidance in recognizing opportunities to surrender what we have to God.
· Ask God to help us live in the understanding that with Him, we always have enough.
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
