What Child is This – Prince of Peace #3

Can we celebrate Jehovah Jireh! The God who sees and the God who provides.

This year, 2025, is the year we Engage with God and Engage our Faith. In this series, we will discover the ultimate authority given to Jesus in Isaiah 9:6. 

Isaiah 9:6 ESV
For to us a child is born, to us a son is given; and the government shall be upon his shoulder, and his name shall be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 

The four titles—Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace—create a multi-layered description of Jesus. Today, we encounter “The Prince of Peace," the final title Isaiah used to reveal Christ’s role in establishing His divine rule.

As we celebrate the birth of Jesus, Isaiah’s prophecy reveals profound truths about His divine identity. Among His many titles, "Prince of Peace" stands out as a declaration of His authority and His redemptive purpose. 

In Hebrew, the title Prince of Peace is "Sar Shalom" - שַׂר־שָׁלוֹם.

"Sar" (שַׂר) means "prince," "ruler," "captain," or "leader"—a term often used for officials with authority, such as military commanders or governors (e.g., in Genesis 41:43 for Joseph or 2 Samuel 3:38 for Abner). It implies one who exercises dominion, oversees, and leads with purpose.

"Shalom" (שָׁלוֹם) is richer than mere "peace" in English; it encompasses wholeness, completeness, prosperity, harmony, and well-being. It includes the absence of conflict, as well as the presence of justice, restoration, and a flourishing life. It literally means “nothing missing, nothing broken.”

Together, "Sar Shalom" portrays a sovereign ruler who not only enforces Peace but also actively generates and sustains it. This is not a passive absence of chaos, but an active, comprehensive shalom that heals brokenness in individuals, communities, and all of creation.

In the Messianic context, this title declares God's covenant promises. Ezekiel 34:25 mentions a "covenant of peace" and points to the Messiah as the one who fulfills God's redemptive plan.

The Theological Significance of "Prince of Peace" signifies Christ's divine authority to bring Peace. This Peace is both inward Peace in the hearts of believers and outward Peace in the world—because He rules with divine sovereignty.

The title affirms that Jesus is not a weak or passive leader. He exercises His authority to bring true Peace rooted in righteousness, justice, and love. 
Isaiah 11:4-5:
4 but with righteousness he shall judge the poor, and decide with equity for the meek of the earth; and he shall strike the earth with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips he shall kill the wicked.
5 Righteousness shall be the belt of his waist, and faithfulness the belt of his loins.

The Authority of the "Prince of Peace" is to express Christ’s Sovereign Reign.

The phrase "the government shall be upon His shoulder" indicates His divine authority to govern all creation. The four titles, Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, and Prince of Peace, declare how he will rule as King of Kings and Lord of lords with divine authority.

As "Prince," Jesus has authority over heaven and earth, and His rule is characterized by Peace and justice.
Matthew 28:18:  Jesus said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.

The "Prince" as the Source of True Peace
Unlike worldly rulers who often impose Peace through power or fear, Christ's authority brings genuine Peace through righteousness. 
Isaiah 9:7, "of the increase of his government and of peace there will be no end".

His authority comes from His divine nature as "Mighty God" and "Everlasting Father", making His Peace permanent and unshakable.

The Prophetic Fulfillment
Jesus fulfills this title as He establishes His kingdom of righteousness and Peace. 
Romans 14:17 “For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and drinking but of righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.”

His authority transforms hearts and cultures, bringing shalom—the Peace of God that surpasses all understanding.
Philippians 4:7 “ And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.”

How can the Title "Prince of Peace" reign in us today?
There is Peace in the midst of chaos.
The world is filled with turmoil—wars, conflicts, personal struggles—and yet, Jesus reigns as the Prince of Peace, offering inner Peace and stability.
John 14:27 “Peace I leave with you; my Peace I give to you. Not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your hearts be troubled, neither let them be afraid.

Christians are called to live in that Peace, trusting His sovereign authority.
Isaiah 26:3 “You keep him in perfect peace whose mind is stayed on you, because he trusts in you.”

This Peace is a Gift of His Authority.
Jesus' authority ensures that Peace is not fleeting or superficial but rooted in the power of the righteous reign of Christ.
Paul describes Jesus as our peacemaker who "destroyed the barrier, the dividing wall of hostility," making Peace possible between God and humanity, and among individuals.
Ephesians 2:14 “For he himself is our peace, who has made us both one and has broken down in his flesh the dividing wall of hostility."

This Peace is the authority of believers.
As followers of Christ, we are called to be ambassadors of His Peace. 
2 Corinthians 5:20 “Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us. We implore you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God.”

Our lives, governed by His authority, should reflect the Peace of His reign in every area of our lives.

This Peace is the hope we have for the future.
The ultimate fulfillment of His kingship will bring Peace without end—a renewed heaven and earth where righteousness dwells.
Revelation 21:1-4 “Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth had passed away, and the sea was no more. 2 And I saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 3 And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, “Behold, the dwelling place of God is with man. He will dwell with them, and they will be his people, and God himself will be with them as their God. 4 He will wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor pain anymore, for the former things have passed away.”

This hope sustains us through our current struggles and is an anchor for our trust in His authority.

Jesus is the "Prince of Peace," the divine ruler whose authority over all creation is rooted in His divine nature and righteous reign. But to partner with him, we need to take action. 
· Surrender your life to His sovereign rule by making Christ your Lord and Savior.
· Trust in His authority over every situation by inviting Him into every situation.
· Live as carriers of Peace, reflecting His divine authority and care.
