PUT AWAY:

Malice – ill will, desire to injure. 

Envy- glad when someone experiences misfortune 

or pain; displeasure in another’s good. 

Slander- diminishing someone in an attempt to 

restore your own self-esteem, back biting.
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PUT AWAY:

Deceit- using a bait to lure or a decoy to snare

Hypocrisy- acting under a mask, the acting of a 

stage-player. 

Temptation in these areas are a lie to you that you 

need to hide. “If people really knew me, then we 

wouldn’t love or accept me. I am right if they 

think I am right.”

Resurrection/ New Life
• I was raised with Him – Born Again

• I was made alive to God- one Spirit

• I have been made new with a new 

heart – perfectly compatible w/ 

God.
