Discussion Questions 💬
What do you think it means that Jesus is described as the 'radiance of God's glory' in Hebrews 1:3?   
· The sermon emphasizes how Jesus represents God's nature and glory, making Him not just a prophet but far superior.
· How can understanding Jesus as the 'radiance of God's glory' impact the way you view your own relationship with God?
How does recognizing that Jesus 'made purification for sins' change how you view the concept of forgiveness?   
· The sermon emphasizes that through Jesus' sacrifice, we have access to forgiveness and a relationship with God.
· How might this understanding of forgiveness affect the way you treat others who wrong you?
In what ways can we make Jesus the focus in the midst of the distractions and voices we hear in our daily lives?   
· Pastor Matt encouraged the congregation to stay focused on Jesus despite the outside noise that may interfere with their faith.
· What specific practices can you implement in your life to help keep your focus on Jesus amid distractions?
In what ways do you think the Jewish believers faced challenges to their faith during the time of Hebrews, and how does that relate to challenges we face today? 
· The sermon discusses how the early Jewish believers experienced persecution and doubts about their faith, similar to how believers today may face doubts or pressure.
· Can you share a time when you faced pressure or doubt in your faith, and how you responded to that situation?
