Analyze (Search):  

Are you living in His blessing or does shame rule the day? 

 

Adjust (Practice):  

1. Choose to show honor to others.  Don’t be a “Ham” that 
delights in pointing out someone’s failure 

2. Speak words that restore, not tear down. 
3. If I’ve added to someone’s shame, take a step toward making 

it right. 

 
Adore (Worship):  

Thank Jesus for covering your shame, not exposing it. 

Ask the Holy Spirit to make you someone who honors others like
