• Say “Yes!” to Jesus as Savior & Lord daily. Every one of us 
begins our journey by receiving Jesus’ invitation to 
forgiveness and acknowledging his leadership over our lives. 
Every day after we aim to renew and build upon that 
foundation through spiritual disciplines like Scripture reading 
and prayer. 

• Worship together weekly. Church literally means the 
“assembly.” Our congregation congregates weekly for 
worship, fellowship, and mutual edification. 

• Connect in a small group relationally. To grow spiritually, 
connect relationally! Our Cornerstone Communities are small 
groups where everyone is noticed, nurtured, and needed. 

• Serve on a team (at least) monthly. One of the ways we love 
one another is by deploying our gifts, talents, and skills in 
service to others. Ministry teams coordinate our efforts to 
accomplish our mission. 

• Give consistently. Regular, joyful, percentage giving is a 
practical acknowledgement of Jesus’ leadership, ownership, 
and provision in our lives, and multiplies the ministry of your 
church. 

• Include others regularly. Jesus came to seek and save the 
lost, so we are always looking for ways to include others in 
what he is doing among us by inviting them in and including 
them in what we’re doing.
