13 Remember Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, Your servants, to whom You swore by Your own self, and said
to them, ‘I will multiply your descendants as the stars of heaven; and all this land that | have spoken of |
give to your descendants, and they shall inherit it forever.’

Galatians 1:15-16

15 But even before | was born, God chose me and called me by his marvelous grace. Then it pleased him
16 to reveal his Son to me so that | would proclaim the Good News about Jesus to the Gentiles. When
this happened, | did not rush out to consult with any human being.

Numbers 13:1-2

1 And the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, “Send men to spy out the land of Canaan, which | am giving to
the children of Israel; from each tribe of their fathers you shall send a man, every one a leader among
them.



Numbers 13:17-20

17 Then Moses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan, and said to them, “Go up this way into the
South, and go up to the mountains, 18 and see what the land is like: whether the people who dwell in it
are strong or weak, few or many; 19 whether the land they dwell in is good or bad; whether the cities they
inhabit are like camps or strongholds; 20 whether the land is rich or poor; and whether there are forests
there or not.

Numbers 13:27-33

27 Then they told him, and said: “We went to the land where you sent us. It truly flows with milk and
honey, and this is its fruit. 28 Nevertheless the people who dwell in the land are strong; the cities are
fortified and very large; moreover we saw the descendants of Anak there. 29 The Amalekites dwell in the
land of the South; the Hittites, the Jebusites, and the Amorites dwell in the mountains; and the Canaanites
dwell by the sea and along the banks of the Jordan.”

Numbers 14:1-10

1 So all the congregation lifted up their voices and cried, and the people wept that night. 2 And all the
children of Israel complained against Moses and Aaron, and the whole congregation said to them, “If only
we had died in the land of Egypt! Or if only we had died in this wilderness! 3 Why has the Lord brought us
to this land to fall by the sword, that our wives and children should become victims? Would it not be better
for us to return to Egypt?” 4 So they said to one another, “Let us select a leader and return to Egypt.”

5 Then Moses and Aaron fell on their faces before all the assembly of the congregation of the children of
Israel. 6 But Joshua the son of Nun and Caleb the son of Jephunneh, who were among those who had
spied out the land, tore their clothes; 7 and they spoke to all the congregation of the children of Israel,
saying: “The land we passed through to spy out is an exceedingly good land. 8 If the Lord delights in us,
then He will bring us into this land and give it to us, ‘a land which flows with milk and honey.” 9 Only do not
rebel against the Lord, nor fear the people of the land, for they are our bread; their protection has
departed from them, and the Lord is with us. Do not fear them.” 10 And all the congregation said to stone
them with stones. Now the glory of the Lord appeared in the tabernacle of meeting before all the children
of Israel.

Philippians 3:12-14

Numbers 14:28-31

28 Say to them, ‘As | live,” says the Lord, ‘just as you have spoken in My hearing, so | will do to you:

29 The carcasses of you who have complained against Me shall fall in this wilderness, all of you who
were numbered, according to your entire number, from twenty years old and above. 30 Except for Caleb
the son of Jephunneh and Joshua the son of Nun, you shall by no means enter the land which | swore |
would make you dwell in. 31 But your little ones, whom you said would be victims, | will bring in, and they
shall know the land which you have despised.



Numbers 14:39-45

39 Then Moses told these words to all the children of Israel, and the people mourned greatly. 40 And they
rose early in the morning and went up to the top of the mountain, saying, “Here we are, and we will go up
to the place which the Lord has promised, for we have sinned!” 41 And Moses said, “Now why do you
transgress the command of the Lord? For this will not succeed. 42 Do not go up, lest you be defeated by
your enemies, for the Lord is not among you. 43 For the Amalekites and the Canaanites are there before
you, and you shall fall by the sword; because you have turned away from the Lord, the Lord will not be
with you.”

4 From the wilderness and this
Lebanon as far as the great river, the River Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and to the Great Sea
toward the going down of the sun, shall be your territory. 5 No man shall be able to stand before you all
the days of your life; as | was with Moses, so | will be with you. | will not leave you nor forsake you. 6 Be
strong and of good courage, for to this people you shall divide as an inheritance the land which | swore to
their fathers to give them. 7 Only be strong and very courageous, that you may observe to do according
to all the law which Moses My servant commanded you; do not turn from it to the right hand or to the left,
that you may prosper wherever you go. 8 This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you
shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then
you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success. 9 Have | not commanded you?
Be strong and of good courage; do not be afraid, nor be dismayed, for the Lord your God is with you
wherever you go.”

Joshua 6:1-5

1 Now Jericho was securely shut up because of the children of Israel; none went out, and none came in.
2 And the Lord said to Joshua: “See! | have given Jericho into your hand, its king, and the mighty men of
valor. 3 You shall march around the city, all you men of war; you shall go all around the city once. This you
shall do six days. 4 And seven priests shall bear seven trumpets of rams’ horns before the ark. But the
seventh day you shall march around the city seven times, and the priests shall blow the trumpets. 5 It
shall come to pass, when they make a long blast with the ram’s horn, and when you hear the sound of the
trumpet, that all the people shall shout with a great shout; then the wall of the city will fall down flat. And
the people shall go up every man straight before him.”

Exodus 6:20
