*How can we give our whole selves (head, hands, and heart)?  

 

 

Analyze (Search):  

“Search me, O God, and know my heart…” – Psalm 139:23 

 Where have I been content to just “survive” instead of living sent 
on God’s mission? 

 Do I see my family, workplace, and community as part of God’s 
purpose or just part of my routine? 

 Am I trusting that even in failure, God’s redemptive plan can still 
move through me? 

Adjust (Practice):  

“Be doers of the word, and not hearers only…” – James 1:22 

 This week, how can I intentionally live as part of God’s mission — 
in my home, my work, or my city? 

 Who is one person or “nation” (someone different from me) I can 
reach out to with Christ’s love? 

 What habits or attitudes need to change so my life reflects 
Christ’s unity rather than Babel’s division? 

Adore (Worship):  

“From Him and through Him and to Him are all things…” – Romans 
11:36 

 Thank God for His faithfulness — from Noah to Christ to you. 
 Worship Him for bringing every nation, language, and people into 

His story of grace. 
 Ask the Holy Spirit to renew your heart with a vision for the 

nations — beginning right here in our own city.
