Then he gave the seventy elders the same Spirit that was upon 
Moses. And when the Spirit rested upon them, they prophesied. 

But this never happened again. — Numbers 11:25b NLT 
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On the morning of the third day, thunder roared and lightning 
flashed, and a dense cloud came down on the mountain. All of 

Mount Sinai was covered with smoke because the Lord had 
descended on it in the form of fire.

On the day of Pentecost all the believers were meeting together 
in one place.
